
Universal Square No-smoking Policy

Purpose

This policy has been developed to protect all employees, casual workers, visitors, clients, customers, contractors, suppliers or staff members of other organisations, from exposure to second-hand smoke and to assist Universal Square with the various legislation that is in force in the United Kingdom.  

Exposure to second-hand smoke, also known as passive smoking, increases the risk of lung cancer, heart disease and other illnesses.  Ventilation, air conditioning or separating smokers from non-smokers within the same airspace does not completely stop potentially dangerous exposure.

Policy

Universal Square buildings, grounds and Railway Arches
are non-smoking.

Smoking is prohibited throughout the entire site.  This policy applies to all employees, casual workers, students, visitors, clients, customers, contractors, suppliers or staff members of other organisations.  

There is no legal requirement for any employer or landlord to provide a designated smoking area or shelter for tenants  or others, however Universal Square has 3 designated smoking areas located;

-1. South side of Building 4 near to car park
-2. North side of Building 4

-3. South side of Building 4

All persons working in or attending ‘our’ premises are entitled to a smoke free environment.

Every tenant is responsible to inform all existing employees, casual workers, visitors, students, clients, customers, contractors, suppliers or staff members of other organisations of the policy and their responsibility in the implementation and monitoring of the policy.  They will also ensure that new employees receive a copy of the policy .
